TAKE THOSE RIGHTS FOR GRANTED. GLADSTONE, DEFENDING THE

IN THE INEVITABLE MARCH OF DEMOCRACY IN GLADSTONE'S DAY --
IN THAT HIGH NOON OF VICTORIAN OPTIMISM.

' WE ARE APPROACHING THE END OF A BLOODY CENTURY PLAGUED
BY A TERRIBLE POLITICAL INVENTION —-- TOTALITARIANISM.
OPTIMISM COMES LESS EASILY TODAY, NOT BECAUSE DEMOCRACY IS

FROM SCZCECIN ON THE BALTIC TO VARNA ON THE BLACK SEA,

'REGIME -- HAS YET BEEN ABLE TO RISK FREE ELECTIONS. REGIMES

THE STRENGTH OF THE SOLIDARITY MOVEMENT IN POLAND
DEMONSTRATES THE TRUTH TOLD IN AN.QNDERGROUND JOKE IN THE
SOVIET UNION. IT IS THAT THE SOVIET UNION WOULD REMAIN A
ONE-PARTY NATION EVEN IF AN OPPOSITION PARTY WERE fEﬁﬁiTTED =

AMERICA'S TIME AS A PLAYER ON 'THE STAGE OF WORLD HISTORY

WHAT THEY REALLY ARE: CUBAN-BACKED GUERILLAS WHO WANT POWER
